 Thought based  on Mark 4:10  

 
Recently, when reading some verses in Markôs Gospel that    
follow after Jesusô parable of the sower, I was intrigued by the 
words in chapter 4:10, ñLater, when Jesus was alone with the 
twelve disciples and with the others who were gathered around, 
they asked him what the parables meantò (TLV). I have often 
read those words, but on this occasion I found myself thinking 
about who óthe othersô could have been? 

Then I thought of people going to a concert to see a famous artist 
sing and how, after the concert when everyone drifts happily 

home, a small number always linger on, hoping they can meet the artist backstage.      
Sometimes, with perhaps the help of a sympathetic bodyguard, they do get through. Then, 
for a few minutes they can chat, build up a bit of a relationship, and perhaps get the artistôs 
autograph ï now of course itôs a selfie! In other words, just going to the concert is not 
enough ï they want to meet the artist personally and get to know him or her better!    

Likewise, I am sure that óthe othersô were those 
wanting to meet Jesus. They had heard Jesus tell 
that marvellous parable and watched Him do    
wonderful things as He dealt with the needs of 
many people. Now, as others drifted home, they 
also sought to go óbackstageô to get to know Jesus 
personally and find out what else He had to say; 
just watching Him among so many was not enough. 
Maybe they had hung around with the disciples and in so doing managed to get to the place 
where Jesus was now alone. 

I wonderé do we have that same desire to get closer to Jesus? Would we like to go 
Ëbackstageô to meet and know Him better? Do we have ears to hear more of what He has to 
say?  

óThe othersô who sought out Jesus that day were not disappointed! They got to hear the 
explanation of that amazing parable of the sower, the importance of being good soil in 
which the seed ï the word of God ï grows to bear fruit. Plus, they heard about light, and 
more of the wonders of Godôs Kingdom.  

May we continue to seek Jesus further, to hear more of Godôs marvellous word and      
kingdom. We donôt have to hope that a sympathetic bodyguard will let us through so that 
we can get a selfie with a singer who is probably desperate to get back to a hotel to rest. 
Jesus Himself is always ready with arms open for all who seek him ï
